Thomas Augustine Arne (17161778) was per-
haps the most significant English composer of his century. Edu-
cated at Eton College he excelled at the flute but at little else.
Apprenticed to an attorney he loathed the law and secretly prac-
ticed the violin and the spinet while covertly studying harmony
and compositiofin fact anything but law! He progressed to lead-
ing a chamber band of amateurs and his family eventually ac-
cepted he should become a full time musician.
